Canterbury Ice Hockey Association Health and Safety Guidelines

New Zealand law requires that for every commercial activity there is a requirement that all hazards to persons, especially employees, are systematically identified. The hazard is then either eliminated as the first option, or if that is not practicable then it is to be isolated and if that is not practicable then it is to be minimised. Although the Act of Parliament that governs this law is called the Health and Safety in Employment Act, it covers all persons who are legitimately in the area of activity, including members of the public. Therefore when planning your tournament you must take into account any activity that the public are likely (or unlikely) to be doing. You then must plan your tournament so that the public can use areas that they can access, safely. Volunteer labour assisting in an event are deemed to be employees.

Your association has prepared a matrix that identifies some of the hazards and the steps that need to be taken to either eliminate the hazard, isolate it or minimise it. This will assist you in setting up your systems to prevent injury to any person. 

Having taken steps to systematically identify the hazard and then either eliminating, isolating or minimising them, you must ensure that you, as the principal organiser do the following:

· Inform your staff and other person (s) affected of the hazard

· Inform them of the steps that you have taken, or you want them to take to eliminate, isolate, and minimise.

· Appoint someone to ensure that the steps have been taken.

· Have a report back system to you.

· Should there be an incident or accident, the person attending must record the basic elements and description pertaining to the accident.

· Have a debrief at the end of the tournament to see that the measures you had taken above had, in fact, worked. 

These are guidelines only; pick out those elements that are relevant to your tournament. You may wish to add some elements.
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
