· Leniency was asked for (Craig Armstrong Fray) in Jermaine’s case taking into account his acceptance of the blame , even though it was a team effort and that he had personal problems that needed guidance.

· Jermaine was asked to give a report of the events that happened.

· Elizabeth, Craig and Jermaine then left.

CIHA Committee then went ‘in Committee’.

Summary for Nationals incident: 

In depth discussion on possible punishment for Under 19 team players with some suggestions being:

· Whole Team is suspended from playing meantime with a suggestion of doing a day community service.
· Main offender:  For incident involving mis-use of playing gear from Auckland player suspension from Canterbury Ice Hockey Association, practice, trials or games for a period of not less than 45 days plus suspension for abusive behaviour toward a team official all Canterbury Ice Hockey Association ice hockey, be they, practice, trials or games for a period of not less than 90 days - These penalties to run concurrent. A probationary period of 12 months and proof of completion of an anger management course.
· Secondary offenders: 28 days suspension.
· Punishment for non-involvement but not coming forward – community service.
Move:  Circumstances surrounding Jermaine Joyce have been discussed in depth and the proposal has arisen as a result of those circumstances in terms of punishment, that he is given a 90 day suspension for abuse of officials i.e. Team Officials and a 45 day suspension for defecating the glove.  The two suspensions to run concurrently, so that he spends a minimum amount of time not playing any hockey in Canterbury for 90 days.  He also has a probationary period of 12 months attached to that suspension, in that if he comes before the Disciplinary Committee for any reason whatsoever within the next 12 months he will be suspended indefinitely from the Canterbury Ice Hockey Association.  He must after the 90 days has expired, before he can participate in ice-hockey in Canterbury, prove by way of a certificate or some description that he has taken part and completed an anger management course at his cost. Note:   Anna and Mike to interview Under 19 team individually to obtain further names that    were involved in the incident and confer with Jerome to decide penalty.
